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Waverley Station to Chrystal Macmillan building by foot avoiding stairs: 

1. Exit Waverley Station to Princes Street; continue right past the Balmoral hotel 
2. Turn right to North Bridge; continue straight 
3. Turn right at Nicolson Square Gardens; continue straight toward Potterrow 
4. Turn left to Potterrow; continue straight toward Crichton St 
5. Turn right to Crichton St; continue straight past George Square Gardens 
6. Chrystal Macmillan Building is at the end of the street on the right 

Public transport: 

Buses 5,14,30,33,49 from North Bridge (NC) to Surgeon’s Hall; then walk following steps 
3-6 above. Perpetual road works on North Bridge may affect bus schedules.
